ORDER APPROVING TARIFF IN COMPLIANCE WITH COMMISSION ORDER

On September 24, 2003, Envirowater Company, LLC, applied for a certificate of convenience and necessity to construct and operate a sewer system in an unincorporated area of Lincoln County, Missouri.  On January 27, 2004, the Missouri Public Service Commission issued an order granting the requested relief.  As part of the order, the company was directed to submit a tariff with “language similar to the draft in [the company’s application], a monthly rate of $26.48, and a map and service area description that is consistent with the area requested in the application.”

On May 25, 2004, the company submitted a tariff as directed by the Commission.  The Staff of the Commission filed its recommendation on June 22, 2004.  Staff states that it believes the tariff is in compliance with the Commission’s order and advises the Commission to approve the tariff to become effective on June 30, 2004.

The Commission has reviewed the tariff and finds it to be in compliance with the Commission’s order.  The Commission will therefore approve the tariff.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the following tariff is approved to become effective on June 30, 2004.
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2. That this order shall become effective on June 30, 2004.

3. That this case may be closed on July 1, 2004.
