ORDER DIRECTING FILING AND

GRANTING ADMISSION PRO HAC VICE
On August 12, 2003, Union Electric Company, doing business as AmerenUE, filed its application for a variance From Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-20.050, relating to metering, and from Section II.K., Non-Standard Service, of its Schedule 5, Schedule of Rates for Electric Service.
