ORDER GRANTING INTERVENTION

On March 17, 2003, Missouri Gas Energy, a division of Southern Union Company, filed a proposed tariff sheet setting interim rates pursuant to the Purchased Gas Adjustment Clause contained in its tariffs, for service rendered on and after March 31, 2003.  On March 18, the Commission directed its Staff to file its Memorandum and Recommendation by March 20.  On March 19, Staff requested an extension until Noon on March 26.  On March 20, Missouri Gas Energy filed a substitute sheet.  On March 24, the Commission granted the requested extension.  The Commission’s Staff filed its Memorandum and Recommendation on March 26.  On March 27, the Commission approved the proposed sheet.

On April 11, Enbridge Pipelines, formerly known as Kansas Pipeline Company, filed its Application for Intervention.  Therein, Enbridge states that it is a supplier of natural gas transportation services to Missouri Gas Energy and that costs related to these services may be subject to review in this case.  Enbridge asserts that this is an interest distinct from that of the general public, which no other party is able to adequately represent.  Enbridge states further that it has, as yet, no position on any matter presented by this action, but that it is concerned that its interests may be adversely affected by an order entered in this case.  Thus, Enbridge seeks to intervene.

Enbridge's application for intervention is unopposed and the interval for filing objections has passed.  The Commission has reviewed the application to intervene and finds that it is in substantial compliance with Commission rules regarding intervention.  Therefore, the Commission will grant Enbridge's application.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Application for Intervention filed on April 11, 2003, by Enbridge Pipelines, formerly known as Kansas Pipeline Company, is granted.  The Commission's Data Center shall add counsel for Enbridge to the service list maintained in this case. 

2. That this order shall become effective on May 5, 2003.
