Motion For Finding Of Necessity For Rulemaking

COMES NOW the Staff (“Staff”) of the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Commission”), by and through its Office of General Counsel, pursuant to section 536.016 RSMo 2000, and for its Motion For Finding Of Necessity For Rulemaking, respectfully states as follows:

Section 536.016 RSMo 2000 provides that a state agency shall propose rules based upon “a finding by the agency that the rule is necessary to carry out the purposes of the statute that granted such rulemaking authority.”

Pursuant to Section 386.250 RSMo 2000, Commission rule 4 CSR 240-3.190 sets out the requirements and procedures for electrical corporations to report to the Commission certain events and developments to enable the Commission to effectively discharge its regulatory responsibilities.  The Staff has identified the need to expand and otherwise modify these reporting requirements.
