ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On December 28, 2004, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed its Memorandum and Recommendation regarding the resolution of the ACA phase of this case.  Therein, Staff requests that the Commission issue an order directing Aquila, Inc., doing business as Aquila Networks – L&P ("ANLP"), to:  (1) submit information to address Staff’s comments and concerns as listed in the Reliability Analysis section of its Memorandum not later than March 19, 2005;  (2) conduct an analysis of the Company’s hedging risk for each winter month under both normal and cold weather conditions, including a review of the volumes hedged and the associated cost, to be submitted not later than March 19, 2005; and (3) file a written response to Staff’s recommendations by January 31, 2005.

More than ten days have passed and ANLP has neither objected nor responded to Staff's motion.  Therefore, the Commission will grant it.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Aquila, Inc., doing business as Aquila Networks – L&P, shall file a written response to Staff’s recommendations by January 31, 2005.

2. That Aquila, Inc., doing business as Aquila Networks – L&P, shall submit information to address Staff’s comments and concerns as listed in the Reliability Analysis section of its Memorandum not later than March 19, 2005.  
3. That Aquila, Inc., doing business as Aquila Networks – L&P, shall conduct an analysis of the Company’s hedging risk for each winter month under both normal and cold weather conditions, including a review of the volumes hedged and the associated cost, to be submitted not later than March 19, 2005.  

That this Order shall become effective on January 18, 2005.
