ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On December 29, 2004, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed its Memorandum and Recommendation regarding the resolution of the ACA phase of this case. 2. That Missouri Gas Energy shall submit information to address Staff’s comments and concerns as listed in the Reliability Analysis and Purchasing Practices-General section of its Memorandum not later than March 23, 2005

3. That this Order shall become effective on January 18, 2005.
