ORDER DIRECTING FILING
On May 21, 2003, the Director of this Commission’s Manufactured Housing and Modular Unit Program reported that the consumers injured by the actions of Respondent I‑70 Mobile Home Sales, Inc., doing business as I-70 Mobile Home Sales and as Interstate Homes, had refused to permit Respondent to make repairs.  Instead, the consumers informed the Director that they were pursuing civil remedies against Respondent in the courts.  They requested that the Commission keep its case open pending resolution of their suit.  The Director, pursuant to the terms of the settlement reached with Respondent, seeks leave to close this case.

Having considered all of the above, the Commission will deny the Director's request for leave to close this case.  Instead, the Director will monitor the consumers' lawsuit against Respondent and file quarterly status reports advising the Commission of the progress thereof.  This case will remain open, as the consumers requested, until the civil suit is resolved.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the request of the Director of the Manufactured Housing and Modular Unit Program for leave to close this case, filed on May 21, 2003, is denied.  

2. That the Director shall file a status report to advise the Commission of the progress made in the civil suit of the injured consumers against Respondent I-70 Mobile Home Sales, Inc., doing business as I-70 Mobile Home Sales and as Interstate Homes, no later than September 21, 2003, and shall file a similar report every third month thereafter pending the further order of the Commission.  

That this order shall become effective on June 13, 2003.
