MOTION FOR EXTENSION OF TIME TO FILE STAFF RECOMMENDATION

COMES NOW, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff), by and through Counsel, and for its Reply Regarding Recommendation states as follows:

1.
On April 16, 2004 the Staff advised the Commission that it would file its Recommendation in this case by June 4, 2004.

2.       The Staff personally visited the office and facilities of Central Rivers Wastewater 

Utility Inc. (CRW) on May 4, 2004 to obtain information to complete its Recommendation in this case.  The Staff was advised and observed that a certain utility construction project related to waste water filtering had not been completed for one of CRW’s current certificated areas, which is Barr-B Acres, and that the Department of Natural Resources (DNR) Construction permit connected with that project had expired.  CRW was certificated to serve Barr-B Acres in Commission Case No. SA-2001-304.  The Staff was further advised that CRW is reapplying for a new DNR construction permit, and that the facility construction would resume as soon as the permit was renewed or re-issued.

3.
The Staff believes that it would be prudent to wait for the wastewater project for CRW’s Barr-B Acres service area to be completed, before the Staff renders a recommendation on the expansion of CRW’s service area.

4.
Accordingly, the Staff requests that the Commission enter an Order allowing the Staff additional time to monitor this construction and file its Recommendation.  Specifically, the Staff requests that it be allowed until July 2, 2004, to either file its Recommendation, or advise the Commission on the progress of the construction, and when a Recommendation can be filed.  4 CSR 240-2.050(3)(A) provides the Commission with discretionary authority to extend or enlarge the time of compliance in connection with Commission Orders.


WHEREFORE the Staff respectfully requests that the Commission enter an Order as requested herein by the Staff.
