ORDER DENYING REHEARING

On November 26, 2002, the Commission issued its Report and Order in this matter.  That Report and Order became effective on December 6, 2002, the tenth day after it was issued.  Thereafter, on December 9, 2002, Petitioner Zoltek Corporation filed its application for rehearing.

The Commission must deny Zoltek’s application for rehearing because it was untimely.  Section 386.500.2, RSMo 2000, provides that “[n]o cause or action arising out of any order or decision of the commission shall accrue in any court . . . unless that party shall have made, before the effective date of such order or decision, application to the commis​sion for a rehearing.”  Missouri courts have provided ample guidance showing that an application for rehearing must reach the Commission not later than the day prior to the effective date of an order.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Application for Rehearing filed by Zoltek Corporation on December 9, 2002, is denied.

2. That this order shall become effective on December 12, 2002.
