ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On August 14, 2003, Union Electric Company, doing business as AmerenUE, filed its proposed tariff sheets intended to comply with the Consumer Clean Energy Act, Section 386.887, RSMo Supp. 2002.  The tariff sheets, issued on August 14, 2003, and effective on September 13, 2003, were assigned Tariff No. YE-2004-0178.  Also on August 14, Ameren filed its Motion for Expedited Treatment.  Therein, Amreren explains that Section 386.887 requires that its implementing tariffs be in place by August 28.  Therefore, Ameren requests that the Commission expedite its consideration so that the tariffs may be approved and effective by August 28.  Ameren further states that "[t]his Motion has been filed as of the earliest date the Company knew of its necessity and could prepare the required documents."  

The Commission will direct its Staff to review the proposed sheets on an expedited basis.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall review the proposed tariff sheets filed on August 14, 2003, by Union Electric Company, doing business as AmerenUE, and shall file its memorandum and recommendation no later than 4:00 p.m. on Friday, August 22, 2003, advising the Commission whether or not the proposed sheets should be approved.

2. That this Order shall become effective on August 22, 2003.
