ORDER DISMISSING COMPLAINT

AND CLOSING CASE

On September 13, 2002, Respondent Union Electric Company, doing business as AmerenUE, moved to dismiss this complaint because Petitioner Sharon Greene failed to comply with the procedural schedule established by the Commission on July 25, 2002.  Petitioner’s direct testimony was due by August 26, 2002, but has never been filed; neither did Petitioner offer any explanation for her noncompliance nor seek additional time.  On September 17, the Commission by order advised Petitioner to respond to Ameren’s motion by September 30.  That order specifically warned that this case might be dismissed if Petitioner did not respond.  Petitioner has neither responded nor filed anything else.

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑2.116(3) provides that “[a] party may be dismissed from a case for failure to comply with any order issued by the commission . . . .”  Petitioner Greene has not complied with the Commission’s Order Adopting Procedural Schedule of July 25 and has also not complied with the Commission’s Order Directing Filing of September 17.  Therefore, the Commission will grant Ameren’s Motion to Dismiss.  In taking this step, the Commission is mindful of the Investigation Report filed by its Staff on June 26, which stated that Ms. Greene’s allegations had been investigated and were found to be without merit.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Motion to Dismiss filed on September 13, 2002, by Respondent Union Electric Company, doing business as AmerenUE, is granted.

2. That the Complaint filed by Petitioner Sharon Greene on April 22, 2002, is dismissed.

3. That this order shall become effective on November 1, 2002.

4. That this case may be closed on November 2, 2002.
