ORDER ESTABLISHING TIME FOR RESPONSE TO STAFF  RECOMMENDATION 

On January 8, 2004, Calvey Brook Sewer, Inc. filed an application requesting authority to provide regulated sewer service to a new subdivision in Franklin County.  On May 6, the Staff of the Commission filed a recommendation advising the Commission to approve that application and recommending that the Commission impose certain conditions on its approval, including the establishment of a rate to be charged by the company.  Before acting in response to Staff’s recommendation, the Commission will give the other parties an opportunity to respond to Staff’s recommendation.
