AMERENUE’S COMPLIANCE FILING RESPECTING THE COMMISSION’S REPORT AND ORDER ON REHEARING
COMES NOW Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE (“AmerenUE” or “the Company”) and hereby makes this compliance filing with respect to the Stipulations reflected in Exhibits 33, 60 and 67, as required by Ordering Paragraph 12 of the Commission’s Report and Order on Rehearing.  In this regard, AmerenUE states as follows:
1. On May 2, 2005, AmerenUE closed the transfer of the Metro East assets to Central Illinois Public Service Company d/b/a AmerenCIPS (“AmerenCIPS”), as authorized by the Commission’s February 10 Report and Order on Rehearing.  Ordering paragraph 12 of the Commission’s Order requires that AmerenUE file a pleading, within 10 days after closing the transfer advising, the Commission with respect to compliance with three Stipulations approved by the Commission as part of this case.  Those Stipulations are part of the record of this case as Exhibits 33, 60 and 67.

2. Exhibit 33 deals with AMS (Ameren Services Company) issues and consisted of six, “bulleted” items or tasks.  Bulleted item one is an item to be completed by the Commission’s Staff.  Bulleted items two through four all deal with changing the AMS allocation factors.  Now that the transfer has been closed, AmerenUE is recalculating those factors and the May AMS costs will be allocated using the new allocation factors.  The Company will provide Staff a report showing the April and May AMS allocations to AmerenUE.  That report cannot be provided until after the May AMS costs have been allocated.  

Bulleted item five involves providing a new list of AmerenUE service requests to Staff.  The Company has provided the list to Staff.  The Stipulation provides that Staff will review the list, work with the Company on any required language addressing the scope of the service requests, and will verify the Company’s analysis within 45 days of receiving the information.  The Company will follow-up with Staff to complete this process.  

Finally, bulleted item number six addresses providing written instructions to employees regarding the impact of the transfer on their reporting requirements relating to AMS service requests.  The instructions were provided to Staff on April 20.  Staff had ten days to provide input on the instructions, and no input was received.  The instructions have been provided to affected employees.

Exhibit 60 addresses a 13.8kv switchgear at the Venice generating station, including the need for an agreement reflecting certain terms provided for in the Stipulation.  That agreement was signed as of the closing of the transfer and a copy is being provided to Staff as provided for in the Stipulation.

Exhibit 67 addresses the list of assets transferred to AmerenCIPS and required the asset list be provided to Staff within 30 days after the closing.  AmerenUE will timely provide the list to Staff.  
WHEREFORE, the Company respectfully requests that the Commission accept this compliance filing.
