ORDER CANCELING HEARING AND REMAINING PROCEDURAL

SCHEDULE

The procedural schedule for this case provides that the parties are to file rebuttal testimony on August 31, with a hearing to be held on September 29.  On August 30, Missouri-American Water Company filed a motion asking the Commission to suspend the procedural schedule and hearing date.  That motion indicates that the parties have reached a settlement in principle that will resolve all remaining issues, eliminating the need for a hearing.  The motion states that the parties intend to file a stipulation and agreement by September 8 and asks that the remaining procedural schedule be suspended.  The motion represents that no party objects to the motion.   

Given the agreement of the parties, there is no need to maintain the current procedural schedule.  However, suspending the procedural schedule by eliminating the filing of testimony on August 31 effectively means that the hearing could not be conducted on September 29, even if the anticipated settlement is not completed.  The Commission will, therefore, cancel rather than suspend the procedural schedule.  In that way, the

September 29 hearing date will be cleared on the Commission’s calendar.  If needed, the hearing will be rescheduled as appropriate. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That the procedural schedule established for this case, including the hearing scheduled for September 29, 2004, is canceled.

That this order shall become effective on August 31, 2004.
