Research into Missouri state and local energy codes.
Quantec researched Missouri’s state and local energy codes through the U.S. DOE state energy codes website. The U.S. DOE reports that Missouri does not have a statewide building or energy code. Each local jurisdiction has the authority to adopt its own code. In most cases, local jurisdictions have adopted the Building Officials and Code Administrators (BOCA) International, National Building Code (NBC), although the western part of the state has adopted the International Conference Building Officials (ICBO), Uniform Building Code (UBC) and a few localities in the southeast use the Southern Building Code Congress, International (SBCCI) Standard Building Code (SBC).
In 2003 the Building Officials and Code Administrators International, the International Conference Building Officials and the Southern Building Code Congress became part of the International Code Council. Communities adopting energy codes have since then adopted the International Energy Conservation Code.

The U.S. DOE website also reports that all state owned single and multi-family dwellings must comply with the International Energy Conservation Code.
