UNION ELECTRIC COMPANY D/B/A AMERENUE’S RESPONSE TO COMMISSION’S REQUEST FOR PREHEARING BRIEFS 
COMES NOW Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE (“AmerenUE”), and in response to the Commission’s Order Requiring Prehearing Briefs, states as follows:
1.
The Commission’s order asks the parties to “state what it believes each of its witnesses will prove at hearing, and what it believes it will ultimately prove at the end of its case.”

AmerenUE does not intend to present any evidence at the hearings in this case.  AmerenUE therefore does not believe that a separate AmerenUE brief will materially aid the Commission in hearing and deciding this case.  The function of prehearing briefs is typically to outline the evidence to be presented and to apply the applicable law to that evidence.  Because AmerenUE does not know what the entirety of the evidence in this case from others (principally KCPL and the Concerned Citizens of Platte County and the Sierra Club) will be, and because AmerenUE will not present any evidence of its own and is not seeking to prove anything at the hearings, AmerenUE requests leave not to file a prehearing brief.  AmerenUE may desire to file a post-hearing brief, if such briefs are allowed in this case, depending upon the evidence adduced at the hearings.  
WHEREFORE, AmerenUE respectfully requests the Commission to accept this Response in lieu of the filing by AmerenUE of a formal prehearing brief.  
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
