POSITION STATEMENTS OF SPRINT MISSOURI, INC.

COMES NOW Sprint Missouri, Inc. and hereby provides its Position Statements to the List of Issues filed in the above referenced case.

Issue 1:
Does the Commission have the authority to reject price changes for non-basic telecommunications services that do not exceed the maximum allowable prices under Section 392.245.11 RSMo. (2000)?

Sprint Response:  No.  The Missouri Price Cap Statute limits the Commission's authority.  The statute specifically states that by employing the Price Cap Statute, the Commission satisfies its obligation for setting just and reasonable prices.  Further, the statute provides a precise pricing formula for non-basic services, such as Line Status Verification and Busy line Interrupt.  Therefore, as SBC-MO's requested price adjustments fall within the formula provided by the Missouri Price Cap Statute, they are just and reasonable and should be approved.
Issue 2:
If the Commission determines it has such authority, should the Commission approve or reject SBC Missouri's proposed price increases for Line Status Verification and Busy Line Interrupt?

Sprint Response:  The Commission must approve SBC's proposed price increase.  The Price Cap Statute provides a formula for just, reasonable and lawful prices and SBC meets the statutory requirements.
