ORDER GRANTING EXTENSION OF TIME TO FILE RECOMMENDATION

On January 5, 2004, Cedar Hill Utility Company and Missouri-American Water Company filed a joint application asking the Commission to approve the sale of Cedar Hill’s assets to Missouri-American.  In an order issued on February 17, the Commission directed its Staff to file a recommendation regarding the joint application by April 30.  On April 30, Staff filed a motion requesting that it be allowed until May 5 to file its recommendation.  

The Commission has reviewed Staff’s motion for extension of time and concludes that it should be granted.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1.
That Staff’s Motion for Brief Extension to File Its Recommendation is granted.

2. That the Staff of the Commission shall file a recommendation regarding the Joint Application of Cedar Hill Utility Company and Missouri-American Water Company no later than May 5, 2004.

3. That this order shall become effective on May 4, 2004.
