ORDER SETTING HEARING
Laclede Gas Company filed compliance tariffs and a Motion for Expedited Treatment on October 22, 2002.  On October 24, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission moved to suspend the tariffs and to deny the motion for expedited treatment.  Laclede responded on October 25, offering three options to the Commission in hopes of obtaining approval of its tariffs effective November 1.  Staff replied on October 29, again requesting that the tariffs be suspended and a hearing convened.

The Commission convened the hearing requested by Staff on November 4, 2002.  Due to the lateness of the hour, closing arguments could not be heard.  This order will set closing arguments.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED: 

1. That the Commission’s Staff, the Office of the Public Counsel and Laclede Gas Company shall appear and present closing arguments on Wednesday, November 6, 2002, beginning at 11:00 a.m.  Each party shall have a maximum of 20 minutes.  The arguments shall be heard at the Commission’s offices at the Governor Office Building, 200 Madison Street, Jefferson City, Missouri, Room 310.  The Governor Office Building is a facility that meets the accessibility requirements of the Americans with Disabilities Act. 2. That this order shall become effective on November 6, 2002.
