Proposed Rule 4 CSR 240.32.300 General Provisions for the Assignment, Provision and Termination of 211 Service

(2)-(D) Determine that the entity is a Missouri I&R Provider or has submitted an application to become an authorized I&R Provider in Missouri

AT&T believes this portion of the rule inappropriately places the burden on the telecommunications company to determine whether the entity requesting 211 service is an authorized I&R Provider in Missouri.  AT&T believes it is more appropriate to place the burden on the entity requesting 211 service to demonstrate that is it an authorized I&R provider.   To accomplish that, AT&T suggests the following change 

(4) (D) The Missouri I&R Provider will submit its notice of authorized application to each telecommunications company along with a request for 211 service by that telecommunications company.
