REQUEST FOR WAIVER OF FORTY-FIVE (45) DAY RULE 

COME NOW Applicant C III Communications Operations, LLC (“C III Ops”) and Joint Petitioners C III Ops, C III Communications, LLC (“C III”) Broadwing Communications Services, Inc. (“Broadwing-CSI”), and Broadwing Telecommunications, Inc. (“Broadwing-TI”) and pursuant to 4 CSR 240-2.060(4) makes this Request for Waiver of the Forty-Five (45) Day Rule for proposed tariffs (4 CSR 240-3.510(2)(1)(C)), and in support of this Request for Waiver, state:

On May 7, 2003, Staff filed its Staff Recommendation in this case wherein it recommended that the Commission approve the application subject to certain conditions.

2. Paragraph 5 of the Staff Recommendation contained the following condition:

“5.  Although the Applicant did not request approval of a tariff with this filing, the Applicant filed sample tariff with its Application.  The sample tariffs were filed without issue dates or proposed effective dates.  Telecommunications companies are required under Section 392.480 RSMo 2000 to receive approval of their tariff prior to providing telecommunications services.  The Staff recommends that the Commission condition the approval of the certificate of service authority to become effective on the same date that the Applicant’s tariff becomes effective.”

3. On May 20, 2003, C III filed its proposed tariffs effective July 4, 2003, and requested that they be incorporated into C III’s Application for certification as an interexchange service provider. 

4. C III’s proposed tariffs are substantially identical to the tariffs of Broadwing Communication Services, Inc. and Broadwing Telecommunications, Inc. currently on file with the Commission are scheduled to be affective when the Commission approves the transfer of assets from the Broadwing Companies to C III. 


WHEREFORE, Applicant and Joint Petitioners respectfully request that this Waiver of Forty-Five (45) Day Rule (4 CSR 240-2.060(4)) be granted.
