ORDER DIRECTING STAFF TO FILE A RECOMMENDATION 

On January 5, 2004, Cedar Hill Utility Company, Inc. and Missouri-American Water Company filed a joint application requesting that the Commission approve the sale of Cedar Hill’s sanitary sewer assets to Missouri American.  On January 27, the Commission directed its Staff to indicate when it would be able to file a recommendation regarding the joint application.  Staff complied with that order on February 6, by indicating that it will be able to file a Staff Recommendation no later than April 30.    

Since Staff indicates that it will be able to file a recommendation by April 30, it will be directed to do so.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

That the Staff of the Commission shall, no later than April 30, 2004, file a recommendation regarding the joint application of Cedar Hill Utility Company, Inc. and Missouri-American Water Company.
