ORDER ESTABLISHING TIME FOR RESPONSE TO STAFF  RECOMMENDATION 

On January 5, 2004, Cedar Hill Utility Company, Inc. and Missouri-American Water Company filed a joint application requesting that the Commission approve the sale of Cedar Hill’s sanitary sewer assets to Missouri-American.  On May 5, the Staff of the Commission filed a recommendation advising the Commission to approve that application but recommending that the Commission impose certain conditions on its approval.  Before acting in response to Staff’s recommendation, the Commission will need to know whether the joint applicants agree to the conditions recommended by Staff.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

That the Joint Applicants, Cedar Hill Utility Company, Inc. and Missouri-American Water Company shall, no later than May 17, 2004, file a response to Staff’s recommendation regarding their joint application.
