ORDER FURTHER SUSPENDING TARIFF AND DIRECTING STAFF TO ANSWER QUESTIONS AT AGENDA

On April 15, 2004, Timber Creek Sewer Company filed a tariff that would increase its sewer rates. That tariff is currently suspended until July 1.  Timber Creek, the Commission’s Staff, and the Office of the Public Counsel filed a unanimous stipulation and agreement on June 10 that would resolve all outstanding issues and result in a recommendation that the Commission approve the rate increase requested by Timber Creek. 

The Commission discussed the stipulation and agreement at its agenda session on June 22 and found that it has several questions about the agreement and the proposed rate increase.  The stipulation and agreement provides that the Staff may appear at a Commission agenda meeting to answer the Commission’s questions provided that the other parties are given advance notice of when the Staff will appear.  The Commission will direct its Staff to appear at the Commission’s July 8 agenda meeting to answer the Commission’s questions.  Any other party that wishes to do so may also appear and address the Commission at that agenda meeting. 

In order to allow enough time to gather more information from the parties, the Commission will suspend Timber Creek Sewer’s tariff for an additional 30 days, as permitted by Section 393.150, RSMo 2000.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That the Staff of the Commission shall appear at the Commission’s agenda meeting on July 8, 2004, to answer the Commission’s questions about the stipulation and agreement and Timber Creek Sewer Company’s request for a rate increase.

2.
That any other party that wishes to do so may appear at the Commission’s agenda meeting on July 8, 2004, to answer the Commission’s questions about the stipulation and agreement and Timber Creek Sewer Company’s request for a rate increase.

3.
That the tariff sheets filed by Timber Creek Sewer Company, and assigned Tariff File No. YS-2004-1264, are further suspended until July 31, 2004.  

4.
That this order shall become effective on June 23, 2004.
