ORDER DISMISSING APPLICATION WITHOUT PREJUDICE AND CLOSING CASE

On March 29, 2000, Ozark Water and Wastewater Management Co., Inc. filed an application for authority to transfer its franchise, treatment plant, and substantially all its assets to a non-profit sewer corporation.  After numerous requests for delay of the established procedural schedule, the Commission, on August 14, 2001, canceled the procedural schedule to permit Ozark Water and Wastewater more time to negotiate a possible settlement.  Status reports filed by Ozark Water and Wastewater on April 11, 2002 and October 21, 2002, indicated that substantial changes have been made to Ozark Water and Wastewater’s plan to sell its assets.  In both reports, Ozark Water and Wastewater indicated that it still seeks to transfer its assets to a successor entity but explained that the revised proposal it will present to the Commission will be substantially different than the proposal contained in its current application.  Therefore, it requested more time to finalize its plans before filing an amended application. 

There is, however, no reason to keep this inactive case open while waiting for an amended application.  When Ozark Water and Wastewater is ready to file its revised application it may do so in a new case. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1.
That the Application filed by Ozark Water and Wastewater Management Co., Inc. on March 29, 2000, is dismissed without prejudice.

That this order shall become effective on March 14, 2003.
