Southern Missouri Gas Company, L.P.'s Motion 

For Extension of Time To File its Response 

To Staff's Motion to Suspend

Comes now Southern Missouri Gas Company, L.P. (SMGC), and pursuant to 4 CSR 240-2.080, files its Motion For Extension of Time To File its Response To Staff's Motion To Suspend certain tariffs filed by SMGC on September 30, 2003.  In support of its motion, SMGC respectfully states:

On September 30, 2003, SMGC filed proposed tariff sheets implementing a new service entitled “Supply Coordination and Delivery Service” and provisions related to capacity release revenues and off-system sales.  The proposed tariffs had an issue date of September 30, 2003, and an effective date of October 30, 2003.

On October 16, 2003, the Commission Staff filed Staff's Motion To Suspend in which it requested the Commission to suspend the proposed tariff sheets to allow Staff to more time to fully examine the issues related to the tariffs.

On October 21, 2003, Deputy Chief Regulatory Law Judge Kevin A. Thompson issued an Order Directing Filing in which he directed that SMGC file its response to Staff's Motion To Suspend no later than 12:00 noon on October 22, 2003.

On October 21, 2003, SMGC filed its Extension Letter extending the effective date of the tariffs from October 30, 2003, to November 30, 2003.

SMGC and Staff have also held discussions concerning the proposed tariffs with the hope of resolving any differences on the tariff provisions.

In order to allow more time for SMGC to discuss this matter with the Staff and Public Counsel, SMGC respectfully requests that it be allowed a thirty (30) extension of time to file its Response to the Staff Motion To Suspend.

Staff and Public Counsel have no objection to this motion.
