Motion for Second Extension of Time to File Procedural Schedule

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff), by and through Counsel, and for Staff’s Motion for Second Extension of Time to File a Procedural Schedule, states as follows:

1. On June 8th of this year the parties to the case held a Pre-Hearing Conference.  During 

that conference, there was a consensus that if the parties could agree to a stipulation of facts in this matter, a briefing approach could be pursued to resolve the issues in this case, rather than a contested hearing process.   In addition, the Commission, through its presiding officer, directed the parties to file a proposed procedural schedule by June 15, 2004.  The filing of the proposed procedural schedule or stipulation of facts and briefing schedule, was subsequently continued until June 25, 2004.

It is Staff’s understanding that the Company’s (MAWC) counsel responsible for drafting the proposed stipulation of facts has had a death in her immediate family that has understandably delayed completion and circulation of the proposed stipulation of facts to the parties.

Under these circumstances, the Staff would respectfully request that the Commission allow the parties or the Staff until July 9, 2004, to advise the Commission of whether an agreed stipulation of facts will be presented to the Commission accompanied by a suggested briefing schedule, or alternatively, allow the parties or the Staff to present a suggested procedural schedule for a contested hearing.

WHEREFORE, the Staff respectfully requests that the Commission enter an Order allowing the parties or the Staff until July 9, 2004, to either submit a stipulation of facts and briefing schedule or submit a proposed procedural schedule.
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
