ORDER GRANTING THIRD EXTENSION OF TIME TO FILE RECOMMENDATION
On March 16, 2004, Central Rivers Wastewater Utility, Inc. filed an application asking the Commission for a certificate of convenience and necessity to construct and operate a sewer system.  The Commission’s Staff has not yet filed a recommendation regarding Central Rivers’ application because Central Rivers has not yet completed a wastewater treatment plant construction project to serve its existing service area.  Staff indicates that it does not wish to file a recommendation regarding Central Rivers’ request for a new service area until that construction project is complete.  

The Commission had previously ordered Staff to file either a progress report or a recommendation by August 6.  Staff filed a progress report on August 5 indicating that Central River’s construction project is proceeding.  Staff states that it expects to be able to offer its recommendation by September 9, and asks the Commission to issue an order allowing Staff until that date to file a recommendation.  

The Commission will allow its Staff the time it needs to prepare its recommendation.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That the Staff of the Commission shall file either a recommendation, or a progress report, regarding Central Rivers Wastewater Utility, Inc.’s application no later than September 9, 2004.

2. That this order shall become effective on August 6, 2004.
