MOKAN DIAL, INC.'S RESPONSE TO OPC'S FINAL RECOMMENDATION

COMES NOW, Mokan Dial, Inc. and pursuant to this Court's Order Directing Filing issued on May 5, 2005, hereby files its response to the Office of the Public Counsel's ("OPC") Final Recommendation, and in support thereof states as follows: 


1.
MoKan Dial, Inc. provides telecommunications services to members of the public located in the Freeman exchange, and presently offers MCA service to its local exchange customers in the Kansas City MCA. 


2.
The Office of the Public Counsel filed its Final Recommendation in this proceeding on April 29, 2005. In its Final Recommendation, the Office of the Public Counsel stated that the effect of changing Greenwood from an optional Tier 3 to a mandatory Tier 2 will mean that all current subscribers of MCA service in Greenwood would see a reduction in their bill equal to the Tier 3 MCA rate which was an additional MCA monthly charge of $12.35 (residential) and an additional MCA monthly charge of $24.90 (business).  The OPC would consider an additive not to exceed $2.00 per month residential, and $3.00 per month business. 

3.
MoKan Dial, Inc. has determined that the direct monthly revenue impact  on MoKan Dial of expanding the Kansas City MCA to include Greenwood would be minimal, and therefore does not object to the inclusion of Greenwood in the Kansas City MCA. However, given the significant monthly reduction on the ILEC serving Greenwood, MoKan Dial does have a concern regarding the precedence established in this case with respect to revenue neutrality due to the fact that the Freeman exchange could someday likewise seek to become a part of mandatory tier 2 of the Kansas City MCA.  


WHEREFORE, MoKan Dial, Inc. does not object to the inclusion of Greenwood in the Kansas City MCA provided that such expansion and future expansions are made in a manner that is revenue neutral to the ILEC serving the newly expanded area.
