Recommendation for Approval of tariff sheets

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff), by and through Counsel, and for its Recommendation For Approval Of Tariff Sheets states the following to the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission).
1.
On September 28, 2004
, the Commission issued its Order Approving Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement and Granting Missouri-American Water Company a Certificate of Convenience and Necessity (Order) in this case, in which it: (a) authorized Missouri-American Water Company (MAWC) to acquire the sanitary sewer system assets of Cedar Hill Utility Company (Cedar Hill) identified in the Joint Application in this case; (b) granted MAWC a Certificate of Convenience and Necessity to construct, install, own, operate, control, manage, and maintain a system for the provision of sewer service, to serve the area currently served by Cedar Hill, as more particularly described in Commission Case No.  17,862; and (c) authorized MAWC to adopt Cedar Hill's current Commission-approved tariff.
2.
On October 8, MAWC submitted two proposed tariff sheets – a sewer tariff title page and an adoption notice – intended to be in compliance with the above-referenced Commission Order.  The subject tariff sheets bore an issue date of October 8 and an effective date of November 7.  Upon entry into the Commission's electronic filing and information system the subject tariff filing was assigned Tariff Work I.D. No. YS-2005-0267.
3.
On November 2, MAWC submitted a letter extending the effective date of the subject tariff sheets to November 15, in order to have the effective date of the sheets coincide with the scheduled closing of the asset transfer transactions.

The Staff has reviewed the Company’s October 8 tariff filing and is of the opinion that the subject tariff sheets are in compliance with the Commission Order referenced in Paragraph 1. above.  (Dale Johansen of the Commission’s Water & Sewer Department performed the review of the subject tariff sheets on behalf of the Staff.)

The Staff has also reviewed the status of MAWC's assessment payments and annual report filings and notes that the company has no delinquencies in regard to either of these matters.  The assessment information reviewed covers fiscal years 1996 – 2005, and the annual report information reviewed covers calendar years 1997 – 2003.  (The Staff also notes that Cedar Hill also does not have any delinquencies with regard to either of these matters.)  Additionally, the Staff notes that this tariff filing does not affect any other matter pending before the Commission with regard to either MAWC or Cedar Hill.  (Dale Johansen of the Commission’s Water & Sewer Department performed the review of these matters on behalf of the Staff.)

WHEREFORE, the Staff respectfully recommends that the Commission issue an order that approves the following two tariff sheets to be effective on November 15, 2004.
