Recommendation for approval of tariff

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission, by and through counsel and, for its Recommendation for Approval of Tariff states  the following to the Missouri Public Service Commission.
1.
On May 25, 2004
, the Commission issued its Order Approving Application for Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (the “Certificate Order”) in this case, in which it granted Calvey Brook Sewer, Inc. a certificate of public convenience and necessity to provide sewer utility service to a subdivision in Franklin County, Missouri known as Calvey Brook Estates.  As a part of its Certificate Order, the Commission directed the Company to submit a complete tariff consistent with the order.

2.
By a letter dated November 12, which was received and stamped "filed" at the Commission’s offices on November 15, the Company submitted a complete new tariff intended to be in compliance with the Commission's Certificate Order.  The subject tariff bore an issue date of November 15 and an effective date of December 15.  Upon receipt of the tariff filing, personnel in the Commission's Data Center entered the filing into the Commission's electronic filing and information system and the filing was assigned Tariff File No. YS-2005-0388.
3.
Subsequent to its receipt of the Company's November 15 tariff filing, the Staff performed a review of the subject tariff and suggested certain revisions to the Company.  Although the Company agreed to make the revisions suggested by the Staff, it did not do so within a time period that allowed the Staff to review the revisions and file its recommendation regarding the revised tariff within the established time frame for the Staff to do so.

4.
On December 9, the Staff filed its Staff Recommendation to Suspend Tariff, in which it recommended that the subject tariff be suspended until December 31, to allow time for the filing of a substitute tariff and for the Staff's review of that tariff.

5.
On December 14, the Commission issued its Order Suspending Tariff in which it suspended the Company's pending tariff until December 31, as requested by the Staff.

6.
The Company made the aforementioned suggested revisions to its tariff and submitted an entire updated tariff in the form of substitute tariff sheets to the Commission by a letter dated December 9, which was received and stamped "filed" at the Commission’s offices on December 15.  Upon receipt of the substitute tariff, personnel in the Commission's Data Center entered the subtitute sheets into the Commission's electronic filing and information system in the existing tariff file.

7.
The Staff has reviewed the Company’s December 15 substitute tariff and is of the opinion that the tariff complies with the Commission's Certificate Order.  (Jim Merciel and Jerry Scheible of the Commission’s Water & Sewer Department performed the review of the subject tariff on behalf of the Staff.).

8.
Since the Company is a new company it has not yet been required to submit an annual report to the Commission, nor has it been issued a Commission assessment.  The Company does not have any other matters pending before the Commission; however Calvey Brook Sewer, Inc., an affiliate of the Company, has a pending sewer certificate case and related tariff filing (Case No. WA-2004-0280).

9.
Upon approval of the Company's pending substitute tariff, no further action will be needed in this case and the case may therefore be closed.
WHEREFORE, the Staff respectfully recommends that the Commission issue an order that: (a) approves the Company's December 15 substitute tariff that is pending in Tariff File No. YS-2005-0388 to be effective as of December 31, 2004; and (b) closes this case.
