STAFF RECOMMENDATION

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Staff”) and for its Recommendation states:


In the attached Memorandum, which is labeled Attachment A, the Staff recommends that the Missouri Public Service Commission issue an order approving the Application of Aquila, Inc. d/b/a Aquila Networks – MPS and Aquila Networks – L&P to construct a 161 kV transmission line in a portion of the certificated service territory of Kansas City Power & Light company in Cass County, Missouri, for the reasons stated therein.  Staff finds that the Application is in compliance with the provisions of 4 CSR 240-2.060 for applications for a certificate of convenience and necessity by an electric company to build a transmission line, and that a certificate is necessary because a small portion of the proposed route is outside of Aquila’s certified service area.
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
