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Electric  Meter Variance Committee Recommendation

COMES NOW the Electric Meter Variance Committee of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Committee) and for its recommendation states:

1. In the attached Memorandum, which is labeled Appendix A, the Electric Meter Variance Committee recommends that, because the footings for the building in question were poured before June 1, 1981, the Missouri Public Service Commission issue an order that no variance from the separate metering requirement of 4 CSR 240-20.050 is required for Kansas City Power & Light Company to master meter the residential living units of the building located at 212 W. 39th Street, Kansas City, Missouri; further, the Electric Meter Variance Committee recommends that the Commission issue an order granting to Kansas City Power & Light Company a variance from that part of its tariff found on Tariff Sheet No. 1.19 in the section titled, “General Rules And Regulations Applying To Electric Service,” Section 5.03 (b), which states:

With respect to any multiple-occupancy premises, the Company will not suply [sic] electric service to the owner, lessee, or operator thereof, as the Customer of the Company, and permit redistribution by such Customer to his office or residential tenants therein, except for those premises being supplied such service on the effective date of this schedule (emphasis added).

2. The Commission’s Rule 4 CSR 240-20.050 provides:

Each residential and commercial unit in a multiple-occupancy building construction of which has begun after June 1, 1981 shall have installed a separate electric meter for each residential or commercial unit.

Additionally, in 4 CSR 240-20.050(1)(D) the Commission has defined when construction begins for purposes of the rule as follows:  “Construction begins when the footings are poured.”  Thus, because separate metering is not required for this building, no variance from the Commission’s Rule 4 CSR 240-20.050 is necessary.

3. Included in the tariff on file for Kansas City Power & Light Company at Tariff Sheet No. 1.19 is a section titled:  General Rules And Regulations Applying To Electric Service, Section 5.03 (b), which states, in part:

With respect to any multiple-occupancy premises, the Company will not suply [sic] electric service to the owner, lessee, or operator thereof, as the Customer of the Company, and permit redistribution by such Customer to his office or residential tenants therein, except for those premises being supplied such service on the effective date of this schedule (emphasis added).

The effective date of this schedule, Second Revised Sheet No. 1.19, is January 19, 1981.

4. In paragraphs eight (8), eleven (11), thirteen (13) and fourteen (14) of its Supplemental Application Kansas City Power & Light Company states that it inadvertently allowed the reconfiguration of the wiring in the apartment building so that electric service was provided through one meter; that rewiring the apartment building to provide separate electric service to each apartment would be difficult and expensive; and that the interests of Kansas City Power & Light Company’s customer and the tenants of that customer’s apartment building would be served by not requiring any further renovation of the apartment building.  The Electric Meter Variance Committee is of the view that, in this instance, the interests of Kansas City Power & Light Company, Kansas City Power & Light Company’s customer and the tenants of the customer’s apartment building would be served by not requiring that the building be rewired.  The Electric Meter Variance Committee recommends that the Commission grant Kansas City Power & Light Company a variance from Section 5.03(b) on Tariff Sheet No. 1.19 of its tariff.

5. Based on a review of Commission records, Kansas City Power & Light Company has no outstanding assessments and is current in its filing of annual reports.

WHEREFORE the Electric Meter Variance Committee of the Missouri Public Service Commission recommends that the Commission (1) determine that separate metering for residential units at the building located at 212 W. 39th Street, Kansas City, Missouri is not required by 4 CSR 240-20.050 and (2) deny Kansas City Power & Light Company’s Application for Variance as unnecessary and (3) determine that the interests of Kansas City Power & Light Company, Kansas City Power & Light Company’s customer and the tenants of the customer’s apartment building would be served by not requiring that the building be rewired and (4) grant to Kansas City Power & Light Company a variance from Section 5.03(b) on Tariff Sheet No. 1.19 of its tariff.
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
