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STAFF RECOMMENDATION

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission and, for its Staff Recommendation, states to the Missouri Public Service Commission as follows:


1.  On January 8, 2004, Calvey Brook Sewer, Inc. filed an Application with the Commission, requesting that it be granted a Certificate of Convenience and Necessity to provide sewer service to the public in an unincorporated portion of Franklin County, Missouri. 


2.  Section 393.170 (3), RSMo 2000 provides, among other things, that the Commission may issue a certificate if it is “necessary or convenient for the public service.”  See also In the Matter of Tartan Energy Company, et al., 3 Mo. PSC 3d 173, 177 (1994), wherein the Commission set forth five criteria that should be met before a certificate may be issued.


3.  The Staff believes that Calvey Brook has met the criteria established by the Commission and specified in Section 393.170 (3).  


4.  In the attached Memorandum, which is labeled Appendix A, the Staff recommends that the Commission issue an order that:

· Grants a Certificate of Convenience and Necessity for Calvey Brook to provide sewer service to the unincorporated portion of Franklin County, Missouri that is described in the Application;

· Requires Calvey Brook to submit a complete tariff specifying a monthly minimum rate of $33.78, including a requirement that each customer install a septic tank for their service and specifying the agreed-upon connection fees;

· Approves the depreciation schedule that is attached to the Memorandum;

· Requires Calvey Brook to submit semi-annual customer connection reports to the Staff; and

· Recognizes that nothing in this Staff Recommendation shall bind the Commission on any future ratemaking issue in any future proceeding.

WHEREFORE, the Staff submits this Staff Recommendation to the Commission.
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
