STAFF’S PLEADING IN RESPONSE TO COMMISSION INQUIRY 
REGARDING CORRECTED PARTIAL NONUNANIMOUS 
STIPULATION AND AGREEMENT

1. On June 29, 2004, Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) and Missouri Gas Energy (MGE) filed a Partial Nonunanimous Stipulation and Agreement as to Alternative Minimum Tax, Depreciation, Accounting for Net Cost of Removal, Accounting for Pension Expenses, Revenues, Bad Debts, and May 1, 2004 Union Wage Increase Issues (Stipulation and Agreement).

3.  On July 2, 2004, Staff filed its Suggestions in Support of the Corrected Stipulation and Agreement.  

4. On July 2, 2004, an On the Record Proceeding was held regarding the Corrected Stipulation and Agreement.  During this proceeding, further information about the Corrected Stipulation and Agreement was requested by the Commission.  Attached hereto as Attachment A, is Staff’s response to the Commission’s inquiry.  It is Staff’s understanding that MGE concurs in this filing.
