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Staff Recommendation for Approval of Tariff Sheets

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission, by and through one of its attorneys, and for its Recommendation for Approval of Tariff Sheets states to the Missouri Public Service Commission as follows:

1. On March 12, 2004, the Commission issued its Order Granting Joint Application (“Order”) in this case, in which it granted AquaSource/RU Incorporated (“Aqua”) a certificate of convenience and necessity to serve the area theretofore served by Lakewood Manor, Limited (“Lakewood”) and granting Aqua authority to acquire water utility assets owned and operated by Lakewood.   As a part of its Order, the Commission authorized and directed Aqua to file tariff sheets, consistent with the Order, which reflect the addition of the subject service area.  

2. Aqua’s current full name including its fictitious name is AquaSource/RU, Inc. d/b/a Aqua Missouri, Inc., and this name appears on the subject tariff sheets.  As was noted in the Order, Aqua began using the fictitious name, effective February 13, 2004. 

3. On March 29, 2004, Aqua submitted tariff sheets intended to comply with the above-referenced Commission Order, and the filing was assigned number YW-2004-1167 by the Commission’s electronic filing system. The subject tariff sheets bore an issue date of March 29, 2004, and an effective date of April 28, 2004. 
4. The Staff has reviewed Aqua’s YW-2004-1167 tariff filing, and states to the Commission that it believes the subject tariff sheets are in compliance with the above-referenced Commission Order.  Jim Merciel of the Commission’s Water & Sewer Department performed the review of the subject tariff sheets on behalf of the Staff.

Based upon the above, the Staff recommends that the Commission issue an order approving the following tariff sheets, on an expedited basis, to be effective for service rendered on and after April 28, 2004:

P.S.C. Mo. No. 2, Original Sheet No. WM 6

P.S.C. Mo. No. 2, Original Sheet No. WL 13.1

P.S.C. Mo. No. 2, Original Sheet No. WSC 6

Aqua has stated verbally to the Staff that it intends to close on purchase of the subject assets on April 28, 2004.

Upon approval of this tariff filing, Lakewood’s tariff and certificate may be canceled. 


WHEREFORE, the Staff respectfully requests that the Commission issue an order approving the above-referenced tariff sheets, consistent with the Staff’s recommendations presented herein.
