ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE OF CONVENIENCE AND NECESSITY IN COMPLIANCE WITH PREVIOUS COMMISSION ORDER
On September 28, 2004, the Commission approved a unanimous stipulation and agreement that permitted Missouri-American Water Company to acquire the sanitary sewer assets of Cedar Hill Utility Company.  That stipulation and agreement provided that Cedar Hill’s certificate of convenience and necessity should be canceled at the time the asset transfer transaction closed.  That transaction closed on November 15 and Missouri-American’s tariff adopting Cedar Hill’s tariff went into effect at that time.  
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

That the certificate of convenience and necessity held by Cedar Hill Utility Company is canceled.

That this order shall become effective on February 13, 2005.
