PREHEARING BRIEF OF THE MISSOURI JOINT MUNICIPAL ELECTRIC UTILITY COMMISSION
On June 6, 2005, the Missouri Public Service Commission issued its Order Requiring Prehearing Briefs and requiring that “. . . each party shall state what it believes each of its witnesses will prove at hearing, and what it believes it will ultimately prove at the end of its case.”
