ORDER SCHEDULING LOCAL PUBLIC HEARING AND DIRECTING 

TIMBER CREEK SEWER COMPANY TO NOTIFY ITS CUSTOMERS

On April 19, 2004, the Office of the Public Counsel filed a motion asking the Commission to schedule a local public hearing regarding Timber Creek Sewer Company, Inc.’s request for a sewer rate increase.  The Commission wanted more information regarding the need for a local public hearing and on April 22, ordered Public Counsel to file a pleading by April 26, explaining its request.  Public Counsel responded to that order on April 27 by filing numerous letters that it has received from customers opposing the proposed rate increase.  The Commission agrees that a local public hearing is appropriate and will schedule such a hearing.  The Commission will direct Timber Creek to notify its customers of the local public hearing. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That a local public hearing shall be held on May 17, 2004, at the County of Platte Executive Offices, 415 Third St., 2nd Floor, Administrative Building, Platte City, Missouri 64079.  The local public hearing will commence at 6:30 p.m. and will continue until all persons present have had an opportunity to testify, but in no case later than 8:30 p.m.  An informal question and answer session will be conducted before the hearing, beginning at 6:00 p.m.  The local public hearing will be held in a facility that meets accessibility standards required by the Americans with Disabilities Act.  If any person needs additional accommodations to participate in the local public hearing, please call the Public Service Commission’s Hotline at 1‑800‑392‑4211 (voice) or Relay Missouri at 711 before the hearing.

2. That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall be available one-half hour before the start of the local public hearing to answer questions from the public.

3. That Timber Creek Sewer Company, Inc. shall notify its customers of the time and location of the local public hearing by mailing a letter to those customers no later than May 7, 2004.  Timber Creek shall consult with the Staff of the Commission and with the Office of the Public Counsel regarding appropriate wording for the notification letter. 

That this order shall become effective on April 30, 2004.
