ORDER APPROVING SMALL COMPANY RATE INCREASE

AND APPROVING TARIFF

This Order approves an agreement between the Staff of the Commission and Hickory Hills Water and Sewer Company, regarding the disposition of the company’s small company sewer rate increase request.  It also approves a proposed tariff implementing the agreed-upon rate increase. 

On March 30, 2004, Hickory Hills initiated a small company rate increase under Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑3.330.  Hickory Hills originally requested a rate increase that would generate an additional $5,000 in annual sewer service revenues.  Hickory Hills provides sewer service to approximately 49 residential customers.  

On November 4, Hickory Hills filed a revised tariff designed to increase its rates for sewer service.  The revised tariff bears an effective date of December 20.  Along with its tariff, the company filed a letter indicating that it has reached an Agreement Regarding Disposition of Small Company Rate Increase Request with the Staff.  Staff filed that agree​ment on November 16.

On December 8, Staff filed a recommendation urging the Commission to approve Hickory Hills’ tariff and the disposition agreement.  The disposition agreement provides for an increase of $4,080 in the company’s sewer service annual operating revenue.  The agreement also provides for certain changes to the company’s administrative operations.  Staff noted that the Office of the Public Counsel has stated to Staff that Public Counsel does not oppose Commission approval of the company’s proposed tariff revisions.  

The Commission finds that Hickory Hills and the Staff have complied with the procedural requirements for approval of a disposition agreement found in Commission Rules 4 CSR 240‑3.330.  The Commission further finds that the disposition agreement between Staff and Hickory Hills is reasonable, and will be approved.  Furthermore, the Commission finds that the company’s tariffs, and the rates they establish, are just and reasonable and will be approved.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Agreement Regarding Disposition of Small Company Rate Increase Request filed by Hickory Hills Water and Sewer Company and the Staff of the Commission is approved.

2. That Hickory Hills Water and Sewer Company is directed to comply with the terms of the Agreement Regarding Disposition of Small Company Rate Increase Request.

3. That the tariff sheets filed by Hickory Hills Water and Sewer Company, and assigned Tariff File No. YX‑2005‑0354, are approved for service on or after December 20, 2004.

4. That this order shall become effective on December 20, 2004.

5. That this case may be closed on December 21, 2004.
