ORDER DIRECTING STAFF TO FILE PROGRESS REPORT  

On November 26, 2003, the Staff of the Commission filed a complaint against EZ Talk Communications, LLC, requesting authority to seek penalties against EZ Talk for its failure to pay its annual assessment to the Commission.  On January 12, 2004, Staff filed a statement indicating that EZ Talk has filed for Chapter 11 bankruptcy.  Staff also indicated that further Commission action on this complaint might be stayed by the automatic stay provisions of the bankruptcy code. 

At the directing of the Commission, Staff, on March 1, filed a pleading in which Staff concludes that further Commission action on its complaint is stayed under federal bankruptcy law.  Staff indicates that it will continue to monitor the bankruptcy case to ensure that the Commission’s claims are protected. 

The Commission will direct its Staff to continue to monitor EZ Talk’s bankruptcy case and to file a progress report in six months.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That no later than September 1, 2004, the Staff of the Commission shall file a progress report regarding EZ Talk’s bankruptcy and the Commission’s claim for payment of past due annual assessments.

That this order shall become effective on March 3, 2004.
