COMES NOW the Private Joint Applicants without waiving its Objections to the presentation of evidence on any issue of inadequate and unsafe service, while noting that such issues are not timely raised and cannot be fully addressed due to the shortness of time, submit the following Status Report on DNR Issues:

Issues of non-compliance with Department of Natural Resources are being considered by the said Applicants in conjunction with the DNR and the Office of Attorney General, Harry Bozoian, Assistant Attorney General.  In a telephone conference on August 4, 2008, between Mr. Bozoian, Ms. Christina Baker, Senior Counsel, with the Public Counsel’s office and Mr. Keith Krueger, Senior Staff Attorney PSC, and the undersigned, Mr. Bozoian told us that there is a proposed settlement agreement between R.D. Sewer Co, L.L.C. and his office in behalf of DNR pending approval of the transfer by this Commission.  He expects to finalize the Settlement agreement after the transfer has been approved.  It does not call for penalties unless RDS defaults within the terms of the agreement.  It calls for certain upgrades of facilities and equipment.  Just as the Staff reported in its position paper, the adequacy and safety issues arose as a consequence of a lack of revenues in that the rates were woefully inadequate. An operator can’t upgrade or pay electric bills that exceed total revenues in any single month of operation.   


WHEREFORE, the Private Joint Applicants submit this Status Report to the Commission while preserving and not waiving any objection to the evidence and consideration by the Commission of whether there are inadequate or unsafe service or conditions calling for separate action by the General Counsel at the behest of the Commission.    
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
