NOTICE OF DISMISSAL AND CLOSING CASE

On July 25, 2003, Delta Phones, Inc., filed a complaint with the Missouri Public Service Commission against Southwestern Bell Telephone Company, L.P., d/b/a Southwestern Bell Telephone Company.
