ORDER SUSPENDING TARIFF

On April 15, 2004, Timber Creek Sewer Company filed a tariff that would increase its sewer rates. The tariff carries an effective date of June 1.  Timber Creek and the Commission’s Staff filed an agreement regarding disposition of small company rate increase on April 19.  The Office of the Public Counsel did not sign the agreement, but on May 21 filed a recommendation indicating that the Commission should approve the agreement only on the condition that Timber Creek recalculate the rates proposed in its tariff to correctly reflect the number of customers served by the company on April 15, 2004. On May 25, the Commission’s Staff and Timber Creek filed pleadings opposing the condition requested by Public Counsel.   

In order to allow enough time to consider the arguments of the parties, the Commission will suspend Timber Creek Sewer’s tariff for 30 days, as permitted by Section 393.150, RSMo 2000.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That the tariff sheets filed by Timber Creek Sewer Company, and assigned Tariff File No. YS-2004-1264, are suspended until July 1, 2004.  

2. That this order shall become effective on June 1, 2004.
