PROPOSED RULE

4 CSR 240-3.035 Minimum Filing Requirements For Complaints Related to Earnings Reviews

PURPOSE: This rule prescribes the information that must be filed with regard to a formal complaint resulting from an earnings review or investigation of any electric, gas, sewer, steam heating or water utility or any local exchange telecommunications company subject to cost-of-service regulation. Requirements regarding the filing of other types of formal complaints are found in commission rule 4 CSR 240-2.070.

(1) At the time that a formal complaint resulting from an earnings review or investigation is filed with the commission, the complainant must include the following information as a part of its filing:

(A) The annual aggregate dollar amount of the proposed revenue decrease, exclusive of applicable fees and taxes, and the resulting percentage change in revenues from current annual aggregate revenues;

(B) The annual aggregate dollar amount of any proposed revenue increase or decrease, and resulting percentage change in revenues from current revenues, for each general category of service and for each rate classification within each general category of service;

(C) The number of customers in each general category of service, and in each rate classification within each category of service, that may be affected by any proposed revenue increase or decrease;

(D) The per customer average impact of the requested dollar amount of revenue increase or decrease, and resulting percentage change from current revenues, for each general category of service and for each rate classification within each general category of service;

(E) A listing of the counties and communities that may be affected by the proposed aggregate revenue decrease;

(F) Copies of any press releases relative to the filing issued by the entity filing the complaint prior to or at the time of the filing; and

(G) A summary explanation of the basis of the complaint.

(2) In addition to the information required by section (1) of this rule, an entity filing a formal complaint resulting from an earnings review or investigation shall also file its direct testimony at the time that it files the complaint.

AUTHORITY: Section 386.250, RSMo 2000.

PUBLIC COST: This proposed rule will not cost state agencies or political subdivisions more than $500 in the aggregate.

PRIVATE COST: This proposed rule will not cost private entities more than $500 in the aggregate.
