Recommendation for Approval of tariff sheets

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff), by and through Counsel, and for its Recommendation for Approval of Tariff Sheets states the following to the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission).
1.
On November 4, 2004
, the Commission issued its Order Approving Application for Certificate of Convenience and Necessity (Certificate Order) in this case, in which it granted Central Rivers Wastewater Utility, Inc. (Company) a certificate of public convenience and necessity to provide sewer utility service to a subdivision in Clay County, Missouri known as Private Gardens.  As a part of its Certificate Order, the Commission directed the Company to file revised and new tariff sheets consistent with the order no later than December 4.  The Commission further directed that the required tariff filing be made with greater than thirty (30) days notice.

2.
By a letter dated November 24, which was received and stamped "filed" at the Commission’s offices on November 29, the Company submitted three revised tariff sheets and a map intended to be in compliance with the Commission's Certificate Order.  The subject tariff sheets bore an issue date of November 29, and an effective date of January 1, 2005.  Upon receipt of the tariff filing, personnel in the Commission's Data Center entered the filing into the Commission's electronic filing and information system and the filing was assigned Tariff File No. YS-2005-0404.
3.
On December 16, the Company submitted a substitute tariff sheet for the map included in the original filing at the request of the Staff.  This substitute sheet was necessary to put the map into the proper tariff sheet format.  (The map contained in the original filing did not include a header, footer or explanatory notes.)
4.
The Staff has reviewed the Company’s November 29 and December 16 tariff filings, and is of the opinion that the subject tariff sheets are in compliance with the Commission's Certificate Order.  (Martin Hummel of the Commission’s Water & Sewer Department performed the review of the subject tariff sheets on behalf of the Staff.)

5.
As noted in the Staff Recommendation for Approval of Application that the Staff filed in this case on October 25, the Staff has reviewed the status of the Company's assessment payments and annual report submissions and found that the Company has no delinquencies in regard to either of these matters.  Additionally, the Staff notes that this tariff filing does not affect any other matter pending before the Commission with regard to the Company.
6.
Upon Commission approval of the tariff sheets pending in Tariff File No. YS-2005-0404, no further action will be needed in this case and the case may thus be closed.
WHEREFORE, the Staff respectfully recommends that the Commission issue an order that: (a) approves the tariff sheets pending in Tariff File No. YS-2005-0404 to be effective as of January 1, 2005; and (b) closes this case.
