ORDER DIRECTING COMPLIANCE

On May 25, 2004, the Commission granted Calvey Brook Sewer, Inc., a certificate of convenience and necessity to provide sewer service to an unincorporated portion of Franklin County, Missouri.  However, Calvey Brook Sewer has not yet filed a tariff to begin providing such service.  On October 5, 2004, the Commission issued an order directing Calvey Brook Sewer to file a progress report by October 19, indicating its current status and when an implementing tariff would be filed.  Calvey Brook Sewer has failed to comply with that order. 

   
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1.
That Calvey Brook Sewer, Inc., shall comply with the Commission’s order to file a progress report no later than November 1, 2004.  

2.
That Calvey Brook Sewer, Inc., is advised that failure to comply with an order of the Commission may subject it to the penalties set forth at Sections 386.570 and 386.580, RSMo (2000).  Those penalties include civil penalties of not less than $100, nor more than $2,000 for each offense.  In addition, every officer, agent or employee of any public utility who fails to comply with a Commission order is guilty of a misdemeanor punishable by a fine not exceeding $1,000, or imprisonment in a county jail not exceeding one year, or both.

3. That this order shall become effective on October 20, 2004.
