RESPONSE OF

KANSAS CITY POWER & LIGHT COMPANY TO

STAFF’S STATUS REPORT


COMES NOW Kansas City Power & Light Company (“KCPL”), and provides its response to the Current Status Report filed in the above-entitled matter by the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission.  Today, Monday, September 29, 2003, KCPL has filed a copy of the Kansas City Power & Light Company Wolf Creek Decommissioning Trust Amended and Restated Trust Agreement between Kansas City Power & Light Company and The Bank of New York Dated August 1, 1999 (the “Amended and Restated Trust”) with the Commission.  The Amended and Restated Trust is the “decommissioning trust” that the Staff has requested to review.


KCPL seeks permission to change the Amended and Restated Trust as the result of a rule change promulgated by the Nuclear Regulatory Commission (“NRC”).  Effective December 24, 2003, CFR 50.75(h)(2) will require thirty (30) days notice to the Director, Office of Nuclear Reactor Regulation, before a disbursement or payment from a nuclear decommissioning trust fund may be made.  KCPL prepared the First Amendment and submitted it to the Trustee, The Bank of New York, for its approval.  On Friday September 26, 2003, the Trustee indicated it found the First Amendment to be in order.  Upon receiving the Trustees approval, KCPL filed the First Amendment with the Commission.


The change KCPL proposes to make to the Amended and Restated Trust is merely to comply with 10 CFR 50.75(h)(2), by requiring thirty (30) days notice to the NRC before a disbursement or payment from the trust is made.  KCPL does not believe the First Amendment will create any inconsistencies nor will it modify the operation of any terms or conditions in the Amended and Restated Trust.  KCPL regrets any inconvenience that the delay in filing the First Amendment and Amended and Restated Trust may have caused Staff.  KCPL will work with Staff to respond to any questions, which may be raised regarding the amendment of the decommissioning trust.  KCPL’s primary concern is the approval of the amendment of the decommissioning trust by December 24, 2003 to allow compliance with the NRC regulations.
