ORDER DENYING REHEARING OR CLARIFICATION


This order denies the motions for clarification or applications for rehearing filed by the Small Telephone Company Group and Fidelity Telephone Company.

On April 26, 2002, the STCG filed its motion for clarification or application for rehearing and on April 30, 2002, Fidelity filed its motion for clarification or application for rehearing.

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑2.160(3) and Section 386.500, RSMo 2000, as currently supplemented, provide that the Commission must grant an application for rehearing if, in its judgment, there is sufficient reason to do so.  Motions for clarification are not covered by the Commission’s rules of practice and procedure nor by any statute.

The STCG and Fidelity have failed to establish sufficient reason to grant their individual motions for clarification or application for rehearing and both motions or application will be denied.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the motion for clarification or application for rehearing filed by the Small Telephone Company Group on April 26, 2002, is denied.

2. That the motion for clarification or application for rehearing filed by Fidelity Telephone Company on April 30, 2002, is denied.

3. That this order will become effective on June 2, 2002.
