COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) and for its Motion to Open Case and Cancel Certificate of Service Authority, respectfully states as follows:

1. On July 23, 2001, the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission) granted a certificate of service authority to Premiere Paging & Cellular, Inc. to provide basic local telecommunications services in Case No. TA-2001-590.

2. The Commission granted the company’s request for waiver of Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑2.060(6)(C), which requires the filing of a tariff with an effective date not less than 45 days from the issue date.

3. In the years since 2001, Premiere Paging & Cellular, Inc. has never come before the Commission to file a tariff.

4. In the time since the Commission granted the certificate of service authority, the Company was not treated as an active company, was not assessed for Public Service Commission services, and did not receive annual report forms from the Commission.

5. The web site of the Office of the Missouri Secretary of State reports that the Premiere Paging & Cellular, Inc. was administratively dissolved February 17, 2004.  

6. The mail recently sent to Premiere Paging & Cellular, Inc. to the address contained in the Commission’s Electronic Filing and Information System (the address shown in the Certificate of Service below) has not been returned as undeliverable. The Commission recently received a handwritten note on a letter sent to Premiere Paging & Cellular, Inc. indicating that the “company [was] out of business as of 12-31-01.”  

7. Section 392.410.5 states:  “Unless exercised within a period of one year from the issuance thereof, authority conferred by a certificate of service authority or a certificate of public convenience and necessity shall be null and void.”  Without a tariff filed with the Commission, a telecommunications company may not exercise its certificate of service authority.  Accordingly, the Staff recommends that the Commission proceed to find Premiere Paging & Cellular, Inc.’s certificate of service authority is now null and void.  The Commission need not hold a hearing in this matter, if, after proper notice and opportunity to intervene, no party requests such a hearing.  State ex rel. Rex Deffenderfer Enterprises, Inc. v. Public Service Commission, 776 S.W.2d 494 (Mo. App. 1989).


WHEREFORE, the Staff recommends the Commission declare that the certificate of service authority granted Premiere Paging & Cellular, Inc.in Case No. TA-2001-590 to provide basic local telecommunications services is void. 
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
